What the Extension Office will provide:

· At least one tour guide per group

· First aid station

· Bathroom facilities

· Hand sanitizing stations

· Water coolers and cups for teachers and students

· Student goody bags
· Teacher “take-home” bag

· Media coverage of the event

· Garbage bags/containers for lunch waste

What the schools will need to provide:

· One adult chaperone per 15 children

· Emergency contact and medical information for each student.

· Lunches for teachers and students
· Transportation to and from the Research Fields and Beef Unit (Bus assignments for each school should be based on the rotation schedule. For example, buses for Groups 1-6 should report directly to the research fields at 9:00 AM).
· Enrollment information (how many students per classroom)
Frequently Asked Questions (FAQ’s)

The schedule looks complicated. How will we know where to go and when? A schedule and map will be provided before the field trip. Each group/class will check-in at 9:00AM at either the Beef Unit or the Research Fields, depending on the location of the group’s first station. At check-in, teachers and chaperones will meet their tour guide. Each group will have at least one tour guide to lead them to the stations and let them know when it is time to move on to the next one.

What will we do in case of bad weather?  If a hurricane or severe thunderstorm is in the forecast, then we will cancel the field trip and re-schedule.  Otherwise, we will have adequate shelter for any drizzle or rain that may suddenly pop-up.
Where will we eat lunch?  We will have lunch “picnic style” at the beef unit barn. Teachers need to bring blankets for the students to sit on under the oak trees to eat lunch.
